In general, the Tailgate Assist system is maintenance free with no need for regular attention. However the

¢ If grinding noises come from the ball sockets, remove the ball sockets (being careful not to lose or
damage the clip) and clean any grit from the ball socket and ball.

1.0) Using a non-permanent felt tip pen mark the
outer edge of the tailgate LH latch on tub. This
is done to enable the latch to be tightened in
it's original position.

1.1) Remove the screws mounting tail light to tub.
Carefully remove the tail light and place in a
safe location.

1.2) Remove the screws mounting the tail light to
tub. These are located on the inner panel near
the door latch. Carefully remove the tail light
by sliding rearwards. A gentle tap rearwards
may be required to free it from it’s locating
tabs. Place the tail light in a safe location.

Using a T50 Torx bit remove and retain latch
fasteners.

Using a T40 Torx bit remove and discard
tailgate limiting strap bolt. Remove the strap
from tailgate and set aside. This will be re-
used.

Place mounting bracket (3195061L) against
the tub and fasten with original Torx screws.
The latch bracket is not required yet. Check for
clearance around the tub plastic liner (if
equipped) on rear edge of bracket. If needed
mark the tub liner and trim to suit bracket.

Using a felt tip pen mark the hole position on
the tub through the new strap retaining hole.

When completed remove bracket and set
aside.

1.9) Now place bracket assembly (3195061L) as
prepared in step 1.5 to tub of vehicle making
sure to fit the original latch plate between the
mounting bracket and the vehicle tub. Loosely
secure to the vehicle with original Torx head
screws. DO NOT TIGHTEN.

1.10) From the inside of the tail light cavity fit an
M8 flange nut (6151548) to the M8 cap screw
(6151874).

1.11) With all fasteners now in place align the latch
bracket to the mark on tub as done in step 1.0.

When satisfied tighten all fasteners to
22Nm.

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1.12) Lift the tailgate up and re-attach the strap to
the mount. Place the tailgate back in the open
position.

1.13) At this stage re-fit the LH side tail light using
original screws.

Torsion bar

Spanner to undo
this bolt.

/Y. Releasing Torsion bar tension is very important
before undoing the bolts on the tail gate. Failure to
do so may result in misalignment of the bolt to the
threaded hole resulting in cross threading.

1. Identify the torsion bar holding bolt.

2. Keep the tail gate in closed position.
3. Using 13mm spanner undo the bolt.
4. Remove bolt & keep it in a safe place.

This will ease the tension on the tailgate.
Lower the tail gate.

1.14) Using a T50 Torx bit remove and discard the
two lower hinge bolts.
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1.15) Fit lower mounting bracket (3195063L) to the
tailgate using supplied M10 button head cap
screws (6151877). Do not force the screw, if
tight remove and re-align the brackets with the
threaded hole Screws should be easily hand
tightened until the screw head rests on the
bracket, then, tighten to 44Nm.

1.16) Fit the Dampener (4590027) to the upper ball
stud as shown.. Ensure it has correctly clicked
in and that piston rod is facing downwards.

1.17) Fit the lower end of Dampener to tailgate
bracket by lifting the tailgate up or by pulling
the rod by hand to extend and attach to ball
stud.
